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Selection Guidelines

Category 1 is rated on a scale of 1 - 20. This category rates GPA using the rating scale
indicated below. Categories 2, 3, 5, 7, and 10 are based on a scale of 1 — 10. A score of
10 is superior, 5 is average, and 1 is poor. Categories 4, 6, 8, 9, 11, and 12 are based on a
scale of 1 - 5. A score of 0 is assigned if no information is provided. The total maximum
score that can be achieved is 100.

1. Academic Record Based On 7 Semesters — through mid-year senior year

(20 points maximum)
This information is located on the first page of the high school transcript, in the lower
lefi-hand corner under the heading Academic Standing and Credit Summary. Looking at
the Career GPA, which is a wexghted grade point average for the entire high school career
through the mid-year of the senior year, assign points according to the following scale:

98-100 20 points
95-97 18

2. Rank In Class Based On 6 Semesters — through 11" grade

(10 points maximum)
This information is located on the second page of the high school transcript, near the
middle of the page under the heading Test Scores. The rank is referred to as 6 SEM
RANK. Use the following point system:

1 - 50 10 points
51-100 8
101-150 6
151-200 4
201-250 2
250 and below 0
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(10 points maximum)
Look to see if the student’s course load is challenging. Assign a higher score if the
student carries Honors and/or Advanced Placement (AP) courses. Assign an average
score of § for a typical/average course load.

4. Academic Improvement During the High School Years
(5 points maximum)

Look at the overall transcript to see if the student made academic improvements over the

high school years. For example, assign a higher score to a student who shows grade

improvements in the junior and senior years as compared to the freshman and sophomore

years. Assign a score of 3 to the student who performs consistently each year with no

improvements or declines. Assign a lower score to the student who performs well in the

beginning of high school, but then achieves lower grades toward the end of high school.

The student who performs poorly academically would also receive a lower score.
Please note: This category is not meant to penalize the good student, but rather to
help balance the way we look at the scholarship candidates. This is a category in
which the student who is a “late bloomer” may shine, where the exceptional
student already shines in other categories. However, if you see an exceptional
student who consistently does well and improves even a little throughout high
school, do not hesitate to reward that student with a higher score in this category.

5. Extra Curricular Activities

(10 points maximum)
Look for school or community involvement. This category excludes part-time jobs
and/or summer jobs. Award a high score to a student who is very involved in a variety of
areas. Award an average score to a student who is moderately involved and a lower score
to a student who does not show any involvement at all. This category would include
sports, music, clubs, church groups, etc.

6. Part-Time Jobs

(5 points maximum)
Award a score of 3 to a student who is employed during the summer or who attends a
summer academic program. Award an additional score of 2 to a student who holds a job
during their senior year in high school. A volunteer position that a student holds as if it
were a paid position (on a regular basis, not a one-shot deal) may also be considered in
this category.

7. Volunteering
(10 points maximum)
Award one point for each hour of volunteer service.

8. Personal Statement
(5 points maximum)
Rate on a scale of 1 to 5 the overall presentation of the personal statement.
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(5 points maximum)
Award a high score to a student with superior recommendations. A superior
recommendation will go beyond the “I enjoyed this student in my class” by giving
specific reasons why they are recommending the student. Award lower scores to
recommendations that don’t say much about the student. Lower scores are also awarded
to students who send us less than 2 recommendations.

10. Extenuating Circumstances

(10 point maximum)
If there are extenuating circumstances that will affect the student’s ability to pay for
college, you may award between 1 and 10 points. Extenuating circumstances may
include a deceased, disabled or unemployed parent, unusual medical expenses, or any
other unusual financial burdens. If there is a financial burden, the student applicant has
been instructed to state so in writing. If you cry, award 10 points!

11. Sibling Factors
(5 points maximum)
The number of points in this category depends upon the number of siblings, years apart,
and the number in college next year. Award the following points:

One 3
Two or more 5

12. Economic Need

(5 points maximum)
The number of points given in this category depends upon the colleges chosen and cost of
those colleges, whether the parents are single or not, if parents are working or not, and
the occupation of the parents. This is a very flexible category and will depend upon the
committee member’s point of view.
